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The Pope’s Responsibility for the New War

HE ease and
frequency with
which the “blessings”
of the “church” have
been showered upon
Mussolini, Ifitler and
Franeo for their sep-
arate or -joint eam-
paigns in Ethiopis,
Albania, the Saar, the
Rhineland, Austria,
Czechoslovakia, Me-
mel, Danzig, and
Spain, and fifteen
centuries of Europe-
an history, prove that
the Roman Catholic
Hierarchy is the
greatest mischief-
maker on the planet.
While it is not
averse to ruling di-
rectly, ag, for exam.
ple, at the racket
headquarters at Vati-

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The Desire to Be Umpire :

The desire to he umpire of earth’s affairs is
always in the mind of every pope. Consslation
for August 23, 1939, calls attention to pro-
posals for a peace eonference that the pope
called or suggested ealling prior to the out-
break of hostilities between Germany and
Poland,

In his series of collection envelopes on the
one for the third week of September, 1939,
Andrew J, Brennan, bishop of Richmond, Va,,
is made to say, “Responsibility to bring about
and maintain a lasting peace rests primarily
upon the shoulders of Catholics in all nations.”
The philosophy of this is that General Franco
is a Catholic; if he had kept the peace in
Spain, then Spain would not have been torn
asunder by civil war, Mussolini is a Catholic;
if he had kept the peace in Ethiopia, the lives of
thousands of innocents would have been saved.
Hitler is a Cathelie; if he had kept the peace
in Czechoslovakia and Poland, thousands
would now be in comfort who today are either
dead or in utter wretchedness, Japan ig un-
der Catholic influence, which partly aecounts
for the fact that there is no peace in Asia.

John T. Archbishop MeNicholas, of Cinein-
nati, wants all Catholies in his realm to pray
to Christ to grant peace to the whole world.
If they thus pray they will be wasting their
breath. The greatest war of all time, Arma-
geddon, is ahead. The only survivers of that
time will be those who are firmly on the Lord’s

side, on the side of true Christianity, and

against the Devil’s religion, which iz its exact
opposite, and of which the Roman Hmmrchy
is chief spokesman. .

The eeconcwmic erisis is world-wide; and bheing a
result of the World War, it-can nof e charged fo
any one government. But imported goods, particu-
larly foodstuffs, are scarce in (termany. There iy
a marked shortage of ecoffec, butler, eggs, pork,
good flour, sugar, onions and friits; also of sﬁks
and weolen goods,

Hundreds of Thousands of Prisonei's'

Crone 2nd other officials of the so-galied
“Depa.rtment of Justice” of Germany have freely
admitted the cver more difficult problem of dedling
with the many hundreds of thousands of prisoners
ereated by the Hitler régime. Recently I had the
pleasare of meeting a former German Minister of
Justice, Dr. Breitscheidt. He declared thet he great-
ly- respects the Bible Btudents, or wiinesses of
Jehovak, 6,000 of whom are imprisoned in- Ger:
many; because they are the only group of Chris-
tians suffering martyfdom for their faith and loy-
alty. to God and to His Word. These are-the only
ones who refuse to aceept the Totalitarian religioh;
which places the State above God; and they refuse
to honor or worship the human Fuehrer as God:

The treatment of prisoners is not the same in
all parts of Germany, and those actually in’ prison
are less cruelly tréated than those in concentration
camps.  But the crimes committed by the Nazi-
gangsters, with the official approval of the present
German government, cry to heaven; and if only
g portion of them were known and bélieved by the
honest people of the world, that knowledge wonld
certeinly eause all the gdod people in_ the. world
to turn away from ‘such barbarla.ns 1n dl&g’ust aud'
abhorrence.
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. A trnthful report of hundreds of such cases of
ill-treatment of Jehovah’s witnesses i Germany
was recently published by the Europa IPublishers,
at. Zurich, Switzerland, in the German language,
and now by the Presses Universilaires, in Paris,
in the French language. The title of that book Is
“Crusade Against Christianity”. Having read this
bock, a number of well-known writers, professional
men and foremost journalists in Kurope have
expressed their deepest sympalhy with these
suffering and persecuted Christians. For example,
Dr. Thomas Mann, the bearer of the Noble prize
for literafure, wrote concerning Jehovah’s wif-
nesses: -

“The Sufferings Left Behind” _

. T have read your book and ite terrible documenta-
tion with deepest eotion, I eannot deseribe the mixed
fealing of-'aﬁhorrence and loathing which has filled
my heart while perusing these records of human deg-
radation and abominable cruelty. lluman speech fails
in the presence of the unspeakable perversity revenled
in these pages, on which are recorded the awful suf-
Teringd of innocent men and women who firmly hold
fast to their faith. In viewing such indescribable con-
ditigns the voise would fain be silent, bat to keep
quiet ‘would serve only the moral indifference of the
world, and Zfurther the despicable non-interforence
policy, and make for a guilty conscience. Will it be
posgible to shock the world cven for a moment, by your
presentation of these disgusting facts? One hardly
dares to hope for it. Al any rate you have doue your
duty in publishing this book and bringing these facts
to light, It scems to me that there is no greater ap-
peal to the world s conscience.

Pastor T. Bruppacher, a thoughtful and noble-
minded Proleslant minister, wrote:

While the Grerman church controversy enjoys the
favorable interest of official Christendom, we here
have an vnohserved company, standing and gufering
in the foremost posts. While men who call themselves
Chriatiang have failed in the decisive tests, these un-
known witnesses of Jehowah, as Christian mariyrs,
are maintaining unshekable opposition against coer-
cint of conscience and heathen idolatry. The future
historian must some day wveknowledge that not the
great " churches, but these slandered and scoffed-at

persecution in Germany. The witness work iy in-
creasing partienlarly in France, Belgium, Nether-
lands and BSwitzerland, Thonsands of people of
good will are gladly hearing the message of the
truth and are then leaving the Devil’s organizalion,
Where formerly were small companies for Bible
study there are now larger assemblies and increased
activities. In Germany, Jews, Communists, Social-
ists and other groups are silenced 1o a large extent
by the terror of the blackshirts, but not so Jeho-
vah’s witnesses. It is often reporied how they con-
linue to speak of their faith, and they are even
heard to sing joyfully in prison eells and concentra-
tion ecamps.

“*The Bible Btudents,’’ grumbled the general. ¢‘T
have erected epecial barracks for them, where they
dre isolated behind barbed wire which ia electrieally
charged, in order thut they may not get in contact
with the other inmates. It is forbidden for olhers fa
come closer than sever yurds to the barracks of the
Bible Students. But nothing avails, If 1 forbid them
to smoke, they say they don’t smoke at all. If T per-
mit them to write only one letter every third month,
they do not even write that ome letter. It in really
distracting. Recently the wife of wuch a Bible Student
vame and begged for her husband’s release. T had the
man brought, hut he Jooked at his wife na if he Jdid
not know her. She eried and pleaded, saying, ©We
have nothing to eat and I have mo one to help us.’
The Rible Btudent answered, ‘You have Jehovah.!
The woman: ‘T plead with you to sign the pledge and
return to us.’ The man: ‘Go and pray more earnesily
to Jehovah.” *? . :

The general engaged in a dislogne between himself
and Johann Hubher, 27 years of age. He asked, ¢ Why
are you in the conceutration exmp?’’ ¢‘Broeanse [
have worshiped the Lord,’? ¢¢Which Lord$’? ¢ Jcho-
vah.’? ‘Do you acknowledge our Fuehrer as your
head or auperior?’? ‘T do not know of whom' you
speak; my superior or head is Jehovah,”’ ¢ Who am
1#7? ““¥ou are one of Jehovah’s creatures.’” ¢ Am
T wvour asuperior or not?'" “You ure a creatore of
Jehovah.”” D you hive to obey me or not?** I
huve to obey Jehovah.™’ :

The general turned to e with a bitter smile and
gaid, **You cannot do a thing with them, neither
with mildness nor with harshness; it is all of no
avail.’? This dialogue had becn listensd to with vias-
itle ‘pleagure by about fifty other prisvnurs near hy.
The sommander agked, ¢ Did wiu observe these othera?
Iro' you understand now why T keep the Bible Students
dpart froni the gthera? They would.start a small reve-
Iutlon "within a few hours; ‘they are the worst of
thetn all.”? ' - : L .
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This discussion had caused me to think
and later, at noon, I referred again to
this theme of the Bible Btudenta and
said, ‘*You have here 450 Bible Studenta
in this eamp, but do they really belong
et #4 here? Most of them must be good and
harmless pecple; they seem to me to be somewhat like
paints, at any rate really harmlese.’’

A Berlin official accompanying the party through
the eamp stated it i3 bard to find the secret places in
Germany where the Bible Students’ Titerature is still
being printed; no one carries names or addresses and
no ona betrays another. When 250 were arrested at
Hamburg and their papers and press were confisested,
and it was thought that this would stop the circula-
tion of & certain mugazine, within two weeks after the
taid the paper reappeared as before and the police
had not been able smince then to discover the place
. where printed, nor any of the distributora.

This firmuness of faith and unparalleled eourage
canses many who witness the terrible persccutions
to inquire as to the source of such steadfastness.
A sumber of cages are known where prison guards
and other prisoners have forsaken all else te put
themselves on the Lord’s side while yet there is time.

A righteous indignation agaimst the instigaiors
of the persecutions of Jehovah’s witnesses, namely,
the  Catholie-Fascist eombine, wells ap in the heart
of every real Christian, Thia persecuiion of Chris-
tians is a fulflllment of Divine propheey. Other
prephecios show that the day of accounting for the
great bhloodguilt whick the present gereration has

Hitler Guided by Demons

The statement that Hitler is a close student
of astrology, and that he maps his course by
the stars, is only another way of saying that
he is guided by demons. The teaching that any
man ig gmided in his course by any star or any
combination of stars is a denial of evety truth
eontained in the Seriptures. That does not
mean that the demons are ignorant of what is
going on in the world, and it does not mean
they eannot twist together plausible state-
ments supposedly but not actually in harmony
with the movements of the stara. So it is not
without interest that in her dispatch to thHe
Chieago Tribune, from Berlin, on July 13,
Sigrid Sechultz, whe familiarized herself with
the teachings of Hitler’s astrologers, reports
one of them as saying:

Rusgia and Germany together will gettle the
Polish problen:. The world will be astounded by
the developments of the next few weeks. When
Russia and Getmany co-operaie the British empire
-will automatieally fall asunder, _

Hitler is gnided by “voices” (which are the
voices of wicked spirits), and it is ali in vain
that Churchill appealed to him to consider
the consequences of a single rash aeft which
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might ruin bis life’s work, and that ¥den and

Halifax tried to reason with him. The demons -
are out to wreck the world, and only God’s

almighty hand ean frustrate their design. Hu-

man wisdom wiil be unavailing,

Nothing that the man says ean be believed.
He is probably the world’s most shameless liar.
Somebody noticed that the letters in A H-I-T-

Early in 1937 laws wepe passed in Germany
prohibiting (lermans from participating in
the war in Spain. At that very time the Ger-
man troops were pouring in, and it was Ger-
man transport planes, in the very first hours
of the eonspiracy, that earried thousands of
heathen Moors into Spain to there fight the
pope’s battles. Said Thomas Mann, German
author, in an address at Princeton University:

Germany fell into the hands of leaders so de-
praved that perhaps in all history there has been
recorded no second case of such dishonor to spirit
and intellect, justice, truth and freedom.

5) (A Party member from Berlin) “L left the
Church with the firm convietion that the Christign
religion was a man-made faith professing to be the
will of God, but hawng nothing in ¢common with
that power which we eall God. I helieve the fellow-
ship of blood and race 1s a fellowship mueh more
desived by God than all the religions fellowships
built up by man. 1 frequently ponder, could I face
my Leader and Father, Adolf Hitler, if he knew
my thoughts and my work. My religions observance
s & daily honr of quiet thought. . . . And then an
inner glow comes upon me, an indeseribable fmling
of satisfaction, if after mature consideration,
come to the eonclusion that my father, Adolf Hit-
ler, would hless this or that action of mine”

6} (Another Party member) “Frery flower that
blooms, blooms in gratitude to him; every apple
that ripens, ripens in gratitude to him.”

7} (A Hambnrg woman) *I should like to say
onece [or all, that the lofty teaching of my Fuehrer
-is now my religion, the German rcligion, and T ean
think of nothing finer.”

8 (A Reader from Frankfurt) “What misuse
is made by men of the word ‘Fuehrer’. This word
shonld only be applied to Adolf Hitler himself and
we should impregnate our people from younth up
with reverence for this word as the Christian
Chureh reveres the name of God.”

9) (A Mother in Unterammergan} “My éhildren
know the Fuehrer as a man, who orders all things,
rules all things, who built the world. The Fuehrér
is for my children that visible Being, which we as
children were taught to recognize as God, . . "

These people worship Hitler; ITitler wor-
ships the Roman Catholic system in which he
was trained--it iz his god; and the Roman
Catholie Hiersrchy worships and serves the
Devil, manifests his spirit and is his most de-
voted and most honored child. The chain is
complete, The German people that worship
Hitler are worshiping the Devil, whether they
know it or not.

Inordinate Vanity and Cowardice

¥ again and again in endless repetition;
I gradnally put it in better form until at last I
wes driving a powerful message into the heart
of the people.

Bedt:me Stories of Persecution

-In'order to put over its seizure of the: world
the Roman Cathth Hierarchy iz bound to
pretend that it is suffering persecution, even
while its faithful sons are hreaking every law
known to man.

The London Catholic Universe states that
on Hitler’s hirthday Cardinat Innitzer ordered
all Austrian churches to ring bhells, fly the
Swastika flag and say special prayers for the
Fuehrer. Does that look like persecution?

Mosley, Britain’s would-be Hitler, in a
speech at North London, said of relzg‘lous per-
gecuiion in Germany:

T think the elash between State and Chnreh in
Germany will soon end. There has, after all, been
frietion between the temporal and spiritnal power
in Germany for centuries, on and off. Af present
more money is paid by the Btate to the Church
than ever hefore and more people attend chureh
than ever before—In London Catholie Herald.

Disposing now of a couple of widely publi-
cized claims of “perseeution™, here are the
facts, and faects are all anyone should- desire.
Read them and judee for yourself. Ilereafter,
in what was once Austria, there will be joint
control of promotions in the Roman Catholie’s
clergy. There are to be no changes in person-
nel cxcept such ag meet Nazi approval: The
Nazis will also decide who are to study for the
prle%hood The New York Daily News de-
voted its entire front page to the idea that the’
Nazis had stormed the archbishop’s pdlace at
Salzburg, whereas the simple faets are that the
building belonged to the Government sihce
1802, and the latter part of April notice had
been served en 1he archbishop to look for other
guarters. He neglected to do so-and; after a
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month’s delay, one time when he came back
he found the landlord in control and himself
dispossessed. Subsequently the archbishop
Sigismund Waitz was offered the free use of
several rooms in the palace, but he thought the
Hierarchy would gain more by maintaining
its pretense of “persecution”, so he took up his
residence in one of the many monasieries with
which the neighborhood is eursed, instead.

in Austria and Czechoslovakia

The basis for stories of perseeution of the
Catholic Church in Austria seems to arise
from the fact that up to September 1, 1939,
each Roman Catholie priest received from the
government an allowance of 120 marks month-
lv, but after that date Catholics, like other
persons, would be taxed to maintain their
churches and priests. Hitherto, becanse theirs
was the State echurch, Catholies did not pay
any religious tax.

Having eonspired with Hitler to destroy the

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Fighting for Liberty in Hubbard, Ohio

UBBARD, Ohio, is only a small village of

about 2,500 inhabitants. Yet, in the more
recent past, it has assumed the position of
eengoring other people’s activities. It has gone
on record “against God’s kingdom”.

In the following I shall relute a remarkable
story of chieanery on the side of Hubbard, and
of faithfulness on the side of Jehovah’s wit-
nesses.

Some months ago a eompany of Jehovah's
withesses was organized, a8 hall was rented in
Hubbard, and from the very small beginning
of 8 publishers this eompany rapidly flourished
all the way up to 28 publishers. The enemy
did not like that. .

Like all companies, this company began
walking on the sidewalks of Hubbard, adver-
tising their public meetings. The religionists
there, led by one “Rev.” Brennan, Catholie
priest, objected strenuously to the sign “Reli-
gion ig a Snare and a Racket” and caused the
police {0 remonstrate with the witnesses.

On May 13, a Saturday, the witnesges
walked up and down Hubbard streets. They
were stopped by the marshal. He told them
they had to get a permit. The witness went
on, heedless of this marshal’s warning, On
May 15, the very next legal business day, the
eouncil of the village seurried together, which
meeting resulied in the econcoction of “An
Ordinance of Emergency” ostensibly directed
against Jehovah’s witnesses, Ordinarily, here-
about, it takes three readings to make an or-
dinanee lawful. In this case it was done over-
night. This ordinance made the securement of a
permit mandatory. The speed with which this
ordinance wag enscted, the language in which
it was couched, and the extraordinary power
it grants the executive, form only a thinly
veiled attempt at coercion and intimidation.

Thus they hoped to stop the work of Jeho-
val’s witnesses. But Jehovab’s witnesses' do
not seare. On May 27, Hubbard police picked
"up two men, and charged them with viclating
this ordinance. A trial was set. The arrests
took place at 6 p.m. on Saturday, and only
fourteen hours later Jehovah’s witnesses re-
taliated with a blast of publicity, Fifteen
theusand folders entitled “Two Christians
Arrested in Hubbard” were spread all over the
Mahoning Valley, inviting the people to come
to a Protest meeting to be held at the hall of
Jehovah’s witnesses at Hubbard at 8 p.m.
OCTOBER 18, 1939 :

_cohnected.

Six hundred people arrived. A loud-gpeaker
equipment was installed on the premises and
outlets were arranged for on the grounds sur-
rounding the building, which were under lease
by Jehovah’s witnesses. As the speaker pro-
gressed, about ten minutes, Marshal Creer
appeared and ihgisted the loud-speaker be dis-
Jehovah’s witnesses refused . to
yield. Finally, Greer, heroically, pulled his
gun, and tore down the equipment, and thus
broke up a peaceable assembly of Americans
without a warrant of search and seizure.
Jehovah’s witnesses did not take that lying
down. On the following Saturday, June 10,
85 walked into Hubbard {featuring signs.
Thirty-four were picked up by the police,
among them 18 children, and, withont due

- proeess of law, were inearcerated for iwo to

two and a quarter hours and then released
without filing charges. Jehovah’s witnesses
immediately countered with twenty damage
suits against the officials of Hubbard for
$5,000 cach, for falsé arrests, and for defama-
tion of character. Then a definite plan of re-
sistance was put into aetion, a slow war of
attrition began.

1. Fifty thousand pamphlets, telling the
story of Hubbard perseeution, were printed
and widely distributed,

2. On all highways leading into Hubbard
land was leased, and huge signs “HUBBARD IS
Uxrpak; HUBBARD IS UN-AMERICAN” were
erected, and these picket posts were manned
by faithful witnesses, and for eight weeks now
this has gone on uninterrupted, the witnesses
distributing specially arranged handbills, pub-
lished once every fortnight, and placing thou-
sands of booklets. The total of placements up
to the present, on these “picket-posts”, has
been 22,600. A trnly remarkable witness.
From far and wide, ears have stopped and re-
ceived this information, from everywhere.

This has made great inroads on Hnubbard,
and their reputation is nil at the present. In
an editorial the editor of the Hubbard News
writes thus:

. WHAT ABOUT OUR REPUTATION ?

.+ . The snpposedly flled suvit in federal eourt,
the more than 30 suits in the eounty court of eom-
mon pleas, the publicity which this group has suc-
ceeded in getting, might eventually give Hubbard
8 reputation it possibly does not merit. The gues-

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The American Legion
N ARDENT member of the American
Legion, who is also an enthusiastic sup-
porter of the Roman Catholic Hierarchy or-
ganization, recently stated fo me the follow-

ing: “The Ameriean Legion stands for every-
thing that iy Ameriean.” If that statement
were literally true no American eitizen could
find fault with the Legion.

and when they glimpsed the writer they began
rieting and attacked - with the attempt to
Iyneh.

and cold, Some lost their shoes in the snow,
200 finally were given hospifal care in Men-
tone, Franee, while 150 were admitted to
hospitals in Monte Carlo. Thousands were re-
ported within sight of Franee, knce-deep In
the snow in the passes, denied admittance to
France and unable to turn back to Italy.

spirit of the teaching of Christ and the apos-
tles. The religionists got busy with letters in
the Ioeal newspaper, warning the islanders
against the women and their books and the
“dangerous” teaching. The Plymouth Breth-
ren, who reckon to separate themselves from
organized religion, had a try at putting up a
barrage, and the ‘reverend’ representative of
the church of Scotland shot some of his dog-
matiec ammunition and, having gathered some
mud from his church’s stores, endeavored to
kinder the message of truth by besmirching
the life of C. T. Russell, and the sincerity of
Judge Rutherford in his service to the honor
of God’s holy name.

The Plymouth Brethren have ever heen bitter
opponents of the truth and of those whom God
pleased to use in its service. They got light
from the Seriptures to diseern that the church
organizations were entirely wrong; but they
retained the defiling doetrines of the churches.
They are very orthodox, being believers in the
“Trinity” doetrine, and the unseriptural doe-
trine of “the immortality of the soul”, and
they have hugged to themselves the blasphe-
mous dogma of “eternal torment”, Through
their publishing houses they have issued ven-
omous attacks and continue to do so. -
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“Reverend” Alex. Burnett of the Old Manse,
the local representative of the ehureh of Seot-
land (Presbyterian), writes to the local paper
saying it is his duty to warn the public against
the literature placed by the witnesses of Jeho-
vah, and hopes that some evidence of what he
styles its “pernicious charaecter” which he re-
lates will keep his people from reading what
they have got and others from taking any.
His evidence is the same vicious perversions
which have had to serve these men for so long
a time, exeept that he professes to add a per-
sonal experjence, to give weight. His own bit
is a reference to the South African trouble
raised by natives in an endeavor to get back
their freedom from “white” bondage. Part of
the agitation which troubled the authorities
was of a religious cast in which the name
“Watch Tower” was used. That movement was
entirely unrelated to the Wateh Tower Bible
& Tract Scciety’s work in South Africa; but
the likeness in the name served the clergy
missionaries in their endeavor to brand the
Society as an evil influence, and its literature
as seditious. “Reverend™ Burnett says he ean
add his testimony, claiming to speak from
personal knowledge. e cannet have knowl-
edge of any association of the representatives -
of Jehovah’s witnesses, who carry the writ-
ings, the warnings and exposition of the Bible
by Judge Rutherford, and the native move-
ment, for there was no connection, “Reverend”
Burnett’s church, the church of Scotland,
managed to get one of their foremost mission-
aries on the Royal Commission sent out. fo
inguire into the labor troubles in the copper
mines in North Rhodesia, and a great en-

 deavor was made by this biased mind to link

Judge Rulhkerford’s writings with the labor
agitation. It could not be done. Later this same
missionary agitation resulted in a case being
tried in the High Court of South Afriea, tak-
en there by the Watch Tower Bible & Tract
Soeiety, and that court declared after exam-
ination that there was not the slightest ground
for the charge of sedition, but that the publi-
cations were expositions of the Seriptures and
conformed thereto. If the “reverend” gentle-

- man is as conversant with these things as he

professes to be, he knows that he hides or per-
verts the facts.

But this preacher of the gospel accordmg
to the. church of Scotland’s dogma got aid in
his reviling. The-Home Board of the ehurch of
Seotland, stung by the truth which -goes to
the homes of. the people in all Scotland. ag else-
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where, has published a folder for fhe use of
such as “reverend” Burnett, and hopes there-
by to counteract the work of Jehovah’s wit-
nesses. The folder is a seurrilous thing. They
have joined the Roman Catholies and the
Plymouth Brethren in iheir melhods of vilifica-
tion. Headed in bold red letters “Riches from
Religion” the folder has about 26 paragraphs
intended to expose the fraudulent men and
methods (as they say) of the “new religion”
now represented by Judge Rutherford. It ends
with its computation that Judge Rutherford’s
writing “must have brought in one year the
eomfortable income of £180,000”. In nearly all
of the paragraphs there is a direct lie; all of
them are perversions, and the whole is a sean-
dalous thing for a ehurch with so much pride
of righteousness as the church of Scotland to
allow -its home board te publish.

But Presbyterian parsons have long been
bitter opponents of the witness to the estab-
lishment of the Kingdom, and of i3 messen-
gers, now universally known as Jehovah’s
wilhesses. 11 was the Preshyterians of Canada,
emigrants and the ehildren of emigrants from
Scotland, who were instigators of the opposi-

" tion to Paslor Russell, and were so afraid of
the truth that they got their government to
forbid his entrance into Canada to preach the
gospel. It was they that tried to get the offi-
cials in Iast Africa to ban the publications
which carried the truth and to expel its mes-
sengers. Modern Preshylerianism gives its
ministers a good deal of latitude, apparently
asking little more than general eonformation
{0 the anthority of its (General Assemblies, and
always with the maintenanee of the ehurch
system, ‘Tts ministers are unbelievers in the
Seriptures as the word of (3od, and, in fact,
they have been in the van of rejectors of their
insph;n;:}n_. ' B

Oppeéition te the truth which exposes the

religious systems of “Christendom” is to be
.expected ; for it threatens their inheritance.
It is not a cause for astonishment that they
act as they do: they are not honest to their
own ordination vows, and can hardly be ex-
peeted to be honest towards the truth. Let it
be said onece-again that, so far from being
money-makers out of their serviee for God,
Pastor Russell died a poor man in the most
hitefal sense, and Judge Rutherford-does not
gain a penny--piece for himself out of the mil-
lions of hooks which are placed by Jehovah’s
witnesses with the people. This work of
preachiing the gospel of the Kingdom is the

continuation of that which was begun by the
Lord and His apostles, and is that of which
He spoke in Hig prophecy of “the end of the
world”, and the religionists are acting towards
this preaching of the gospel of the Kingdom
a8 the Jews acted then. The words of Jesus as
recogded at Matthew 12:34 is still a living
word.

Like a Hammer

® ‘Is not my word like & hammer that bresk-
eth the rock in picces? saith Jehovah’—Jere-
miah 23:29, AR.V,

The religionists of Jeremiah’s day had so
hardened themselves against any opposition
to the place in the nalion which they had made
for themselves, and were so self.righteous, that
when God, whom they professed to adore, sent
Jeremizh to warn them of the impending de-
struction, He told His servant that these peo-
ple weré as a rock, but that His word by Jere-
miah would be a hammer by which the rock
would be broken. Jehovah broke in pieces that
religious rock, by His word, and by sending
Nebuehadnezzar to waste Jerusalem, The re-
ligionists lost the glory and power they had
made and taken for themselves, and their
lives also, in that destruction. For a long time
thereafter the worship of God was free from
the hypocrisy, formalities and pretenses which
had eaused Jehovah to sweep His land clean.
But the people again allowed this piiestly,
elergry class to fasten themselves in authority
and power, and in the days of Jesus this sin
against God came to its worst, and Ie was
killed by them, because Ile spoke the truth.

But 1he word of God by Jeremiah remains
a word for this day, when that which was scen
in Israel in Jeremiah’s day, and in Jewry in
the days of Jesus, is now manifested in all
“Christendom” gnd in all the sections of re-
ligionists. Religionists hide their head behind
the shadow of their own infidelity : they refuse
to believe that (God has spoken in this day by
His prophets. The Roman Catholic chureh .
professes to accept the Seriptures and to be
their eustodian ; but it will not allow any mes-
sage to come from the Word of God, and as
a chureh it pays no attention to the prophets,
except to usea word taken here or there which
iz made to support their institution, Most of
the other sections of religion are frank in their
rejection of the words of the prophets ag be-
ing the ward of God. But all of them are set
in their place and purpose to maintain what
they have; and again the word is true, ‘Is not
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- my word like a hammer that breaketh in
" pieces? snith the Lord. -

Rehgxomsts get themselves agalnst anythmg
that is unorthodox, whether as te doctrine or
what is fiot of their many and varied sectiona,
One and all are agreed against the witness
which God is giving and for some years has
given against religion and te the fact of the
establishment of His kingdom in this the day
of His judgment, The books and booklets
which Jehovah has caused to be written are
carried abroad through the carth by Hin wit-
nesses. They convey the message of the proph-
ety, and proclaim the gospel of the kingdom of
 God, as well as the warning of the impending

destruction both of religion and of everything

else that is opposed to God and His kingdom.
They are as (fod’s hammer to break the rock,
Judge Rutherford, whom God has used to His
purpose in this, is as hated by some as was
dercmish, and for the same reason.

‘The Vatiean has been very busy in Buro-
pean polities, but the pope must have had a
rather bad shock when the news of the pact
between Hitler and Stalin was published.

The pope has apparentiy
wrought hard to keep Communist Russia be-
